1.0 Operation 
 
The following procedure is recommended to properly close an 8ò, 10ò and 
12ò steel pipe. For satisfactory results, it is suggested that these 
instructions be followed:  
 

1.1.1 Select pinch location. 
 
 

1.1.2 Remove wrappings, coatings and clean pipe.  
 

1.1.3 Examine pinch area for location of seam, girth  
welds, excessive pitting and possible weak spots. 
Avoid these areas. Make flat weld on seam if it looks 
weak. 
 

1.1.4 With piston fully retracted, close the relief valve on 
pump. 

 
  

1.1.5 Steel Squeeze Tool should be suspended by eyehook 
for best balance and positioning while squeezing 
steel pipe. 

 
1.1.6 Locate squeezer on the line by slipping out the  

lower jaw. Set the squeezer over the line and reinsert 
the jaw. Do not position squeezer so that pipe seam 
will be in the fold area.  
 
 
The size of the unit allows its use in close locations, 
and it can be operated in an inverted position. 

 
1.1.7 Squeeze pipe. 
       
1.1.8 On completion of squeeze, hand tighten knurled lock 

ring to mechanically lock out the hydraulic system. 
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1.1.9 Make necessary repairs. 
 

1.1.10 To remove squeezer from line, re-pressure the pump 
to apply down force to the cylinder this will allow the 
pressure to be relived from the knurled lock ring.  
Retract knurled lock ring to the up most position.  
Open pump valve allowing ram to retract. 

 
 

 
 

 

 

   

2.0 Maintenance 
  

To service ram packing (ñoò ring) item 16, or (backup 
ring) item 15 see below: 

 
2.1.1  the four retaining rings (item 17), pins (item 8), screw 

(item 18) and top beam (item 5). 
 
 

2.1.2 Disconnect springs (item 14) and remove locknut 
(item 4)    

 
 

2.1.3 Remove Bushing (item 3) 
 
 

2.1.4 Extract ram (item 2) using care not to score the 
cylinder wall. 

 
2.1.5 Replace packing (ñoò ring) item 16, or (backup ring) 

item 15.  Lubricate packing (óoò ring) and / or backup 
ring prior to installation.  Replace backup ring by 
expanding over bottom of the ram so that the grain 
side (smooth side will come in contact with the 
packing ñoò ring.  The backup ring is installed above 
the packing (óoò ring) as shown.   

 
2.1.6 Reassemble in reverse order. 

 
2.1.7 Standard Hydraulic fluid is acceptable.  The tool 

takes approximately 10 gallons to pre fill the cylinder. 
 
 

Caution should always be taken when squeezing off steel pipe to 

inspect the pipe for quality conditions and weld seams.    
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
